Recreation

Tourism is an important activity along all the coastline.
Recreation infrastructure is more targeted at nature,
active and rural tourism.

In larger cities like Ventspils and Liep ja tourism is
more intensive. In 2008 ~ 10 000 tourists visited
Ventspils and ~75 000 Liep ja.

All Kurzeme region was visited by ~370 000 tourists,
which used accommodation.

During the last years several tourism activities related
to the sea have become more popular, for example
yacht tourism, diving, kitebording etc.
